RULES FOR THE SELECTION OF ATHLETES — ATHLETES
TO THE NATIONAL CYCLING TEAMS

Article 1: Purpose
This Regulation defines the procedures, criteria and obligations related to the selection of
athletes to ensure the fair and objective representation of the country in international

competitions.

Article 2: Eligibility
Athletes who are citizens of Cypriot nationality and have a valid international cycling
licence are eligible to participate in national cycling team competitions.

Article 3: Selection procedure
Athletes will be evaluated and selected for the National Team following a proposal from
the Federal Coach to the Technical Committee, which will then submit a proposal to the

Federation's Board of Directors for a final decision.

Article 4: Selection criteria
4.1 The selection of athletes is made based on the following criteria with the appropriate

weighting, as appropriate:

CRETERIA WEIGHTING
Competitive stability and performance in competitions (as analysed in 50%
paragraph 4.2)
Personal opinion of the Federal Coach 30%
General behaviour (ethics, cooperation, adaptability, consistency, 20%
etc.)

4.2 For the criterion "Stability and performance in matches" in par. 3, it takes into account
the results of matches based on the event in which the National Team will participate and

is evaluated with the corresponding weighting:
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TYPE OF COMPETITION WEIGHTING
UCI International Competitions 55%
Cyprus Championship 35%
Cyprus Cup (General Classification) 10%

4.3 In the criterion "Personal opinion of the Federal coach", the following factors are taken

into account

4.3.1 The type of race (Cross Country, Marathon, Endurance or Time Trial).

4.3.2 The characteristics of the race (distance, altitude, etc.).

4.3.3 The characteristics of the athlete for the specific race.

4.3.4 The athlete's recent performance level.

4.4.4 Specific reasons (preparation of the athlete for the next objective, injury or iliness,
etc.).

4.4 In cases where the Federal Coach considers it necessary to carry out additional
unique evaluations, these are organised under the responsibility of the Federation's
Technical Committee, in cooperation with the Federal Coach and are taken into account in
the criterion "Personal opinion of the Federal Coach".

4.5 For the children's and girls' categories, the criterion "International Games" is
transferred equally to the requirements "Pancyprian Championships" and "Pancyprian

Games" (General Cup Ranking).

Article 5: Athletes competing abroad

5.1 Athletes who regularly compete abroad a contract with foreign teams are not required
to participate in Cup races, under the Federation's auspices. The performance of these
athletes will be judged based on their participation in competitions abroad with their

teams, and the Federation Coach will evaluate their results.

5.2 The results of matches of athletes competing abroad are sent to the Federal Coach at

the sole responsibility of the athletes themselves.
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6.1 The number of athletes who will form the National Team depends on the Federation's
available budget, the athletes' performance, their potential for distinction in the specific

race, and the objectives set by the Federation's Board.

6.2 The Olympic Committee will determine the number of athletes in missions under the
auspices of the Cyprus Olympic Committee, and the selection will be based on the

present criteria.

Article 7: Final Provisions

6.1 The regulations will apply when the Cyprus Cycling Federation's Administrative
Council approves them.

6.2 Any athlete wishing to participate in the national team must sign a declaration of
acceptance of the Rules of Operation of National Teams as well as of these Regulations.
6.3 The Federation's Board of Directors reserves the right to exclude an athlete from
participation in National Team races if a case is pending against them regarding

discipline, conduct, lack of cooperation, adaptability, consistency, etc.).
